As Jesus was being baptized by John in the Jordan River 

we are told of amazing things happening. First, the heav-

ens were opened and the Holy Spirit descended upon Jesus 

in the form of a dove. Then, the voice of God the Father 

from heaven thundered, saying, ñYou are my beloved Son; 

with you I am well pleased.ò Jesus did not need to be baptized for the same 

reason we do. As the Son of God, he was without sin. Yet, to be baptized is 

to be anointed to fulfill the mission of God the Father in the world. By being 

baptized in the Jordan, Jesus set an example for us to follow. Through bap-

tized we are freed from original sin, sanctified by the Holy Spirit to share in 

the life of God through the Sacraments and in the Church, and anointed to 

fulfill the mission of faith, hope, and love that God the Father has chosen for 

us.

Weekend Mass Celebrants 
2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time MASS FOR THE PEOPLE:  Church law directs that pastors 

celebrate one Mass each Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation 

for the intention of the people of the parish.  New directives of 

the Diocese indicate that one such Mass be celebrated each 

week in each grouping (not parish).  This is because the obliga-

tion is the pastorôs (administrator) and there is one pastor for 

both parishes.  Therefore, you will begin to notice in the begin-

ning of February that there will be one Mass celebrated each 

weekend for the following intention:  ñThe living and deceased 

members of Holy Sepulcher and Saint Kilian Parishes.ò  These 

Masses will be celebrated in Saint Kilian Parish for the month 

of February and then alternate each month thereafter with Holy 

Sepulcher Parish.  This will enable a few more Sunday Masses 

to be celebrate for individual intentions.
