Third Sunday in Ordinary Time  

"He came to Nazareth, where he had grown up." Did you grow up in a small town? 

Whenever you see stories of tight-knit communities, a common refrain is that every-

body knows everybody and that's very difficult to change. If you leave and return, 

people expect you to be and act a certain way, and it's strange for them if you do not. 

In today's Gospel, we see that Jesus was already moving "in the power of the Spirit 

and news of him spread throughout the whole region. He...was praised by all." His 

ministry has begun! News of his growing popularity must have proceeded him to 

Nazareth. Upon his arrival, he "went according to his custom into the synagogue on 

the sabbath day." For the first few moments, he is what they expect - their hometown 

boy returning to pay his respects. As was common of men at the time, he takes a turn 

reading a passage of Sacred Scripture. It is a bold passage, one he selects intentional-

ly. "He unrolled the scroll and found the passage where it was written: The Spirit of 

the Lord is upon me." After reading about holy anointings, liberation for the poor 

and prisoners, and physical healings, Jesus does the unthinkable. "'Today this Scrip-

ture passage is fulfilled in your hearing.'" We are all called to imitate Christ wherev-

er we are. This might mean doing the unexpected! All too often we're content with 

the daily status quo, and so are the people around us. When we take a stand for 

Christian values, change our lifestyle to reflect the Gospel, and work for justice in 

society, we may make others uncomfortable. But Jesus doesn't call us to the same 

life we lived yesterday or the year before that. He is calling all of us - each and every 

one of us - to deeper conversion of heart. No matter what other people expect, will 

you love in the Spirit of the Lord today?  

On Wednesday, February 6, we will have  

our monthly Eucharistic Adoration Day.  

The Blessed Sacrament will be exposed  

from 9:00 am - 6:45 pm. This is a great  

opportunity for us to spend some personal 

time with Our Lord during this special day. 
Sometimes the burdens of our lives can be  

so demanding that the Lord asks us to let  

Him help us carry them. Sign up sheets will 

be posted in the Narthex with hours that will 

be open and in need of volunteers.

SAFE ENVIRONMENT INTRODUCTION  
Hello! My name is Jo Scheller. My children and I are long-time parishioners 

of Holy Sepulcher parish. We attend 10:30 Mass where sometimes I lead the 

Childrenôs Liturgy of the Word session; I am also a CGS catechist during the 

week for the school children. I am Saint Kilianôs Safe Environment Coordina-

tor and have now joined the Holy Sepulcher staff as well. My job is to ensure 

that our parishes are compliant with all state and diocesan safe environment 

requirements. This states that all ministries, whether or not they involve chil-

dren, require clearances. These may vary per ministry but most can be com-

pleted in about 2 hours. Clearances help protect our children, our families and 

our parish through criminal, child abuse and FBI history checks. The included 

online training provides education on the warning signs of potential abuse and 

abusers. Your willingness to complete these steps helps create a safer parish 

for all, therefore, it is very important that all volunteers be fully compliant 

before serving. To begin your clearances, or check on the status of what has 

already been completed, please email me at hsc.jscheller@zoominternet.net -- 

I have detailed instructions that greatly simplify the process. If you have any 

questions, do not hesitate to contact me! I am here to serve Holy Sepulcher 

and especially, each volunteer in their ministry. I am so happy, so blessed to 

be able to serve Holy Sepulcher parish.
